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INTRODUCTION

The ABA Survey of Lawyers' Funds for Client Protection questionnaires were sent to
administrators of client protection funds throughout the United States and Canada. The survey
spans the years 2011-2013. Of the 60 questionnaires sent to jurisdictions in the United States
and Canada, 52 were returned.

The Survey consists of eight sections organized by jurisdiction. In some instances exact
figures were not available. Therefore, approximate figures were provided. As the data
contained in these sections was compiled from statistics reported to the ABA by the various
jurisdictions, its accuracy is, therefore, dependent upon the reporting agencies. You may wish
to contact a specific jurisdiction if you have further inquiries.

METHODOLOGY

The Dihedral Group (TDG) was retained for collecting and reporting on the results as in past
iterations of this project. To decrease survey fatigue and increase overall participation rates,
TDG developed a historical database and pre-populated respondent’s information wherever

historical responses did not significantly vary. Highly variable questions (e.g., yearly program
revenue or total claim numbers) were left blank.

Of the 52 responses, five jurisdictions participated though sections of responses are still
forthcoming. Their responses were included in the overall data visualizations and reporting
herein. The online reporting will be updated in real-time to reflect any additional submissions
and can be accessed from the Standing Committee on Client Protection’s home page.
