Founded by the Romans in 196 B.C.,
Como’s cobblestoned passages wind
past medieval towers and walls,
Renaissance palaces and churches,
Neoclassical 19th-century villas, and
small family-owned shops to the
Piazza Cavour and the tranquil lakeside
promenade. The Piazza del Duomo,
considered to be the most beautiful
cathedral in Lombardy, took nearly 400
years to complete and reflects a seamless
blend of Gothic and Renaissance styles.
