HOTEL INFORMATION
Located at 515 Madison Street, the Renaissance Seattle Hotel 
is just minutes from Pike Place Market and upscale shopping. 
Some of the many local attractions and landmarks are the Space 
Needle, Pioneer Square, Seattle Aquarium, Tillicum Village, 
Pacific Science Center, Seattle Art Museum, Olympic Sculpture

The hotel is 15 miles from SEATAC Airport. The fare for the 
30-minute trip by taxi ranges between $42-$48.
