The challenges to using technology to decrease manual efforts, to maintain quality data, and to use technology to help make courts more accessible are no longer primarily the technology.  …  Our experience since 1990 has shown that the “uniqueness” of every local court’s automation needs is an expensive and debilitating myth for the judiciary.  While court automated applications must be scalable to support large and small court operations in both unified and non-unified court environments, the basic functionality, structure, and capabilities needed within applications are the same from court to court and can be met with an -appropriately designed systems based upon open technical standards.

The goal of technology available in 2005 is to make possible highly integrated, inter-connected, and inter-reliant systems based upon mature, interoperable and effective systems that are non-proprietary.  The security of the nation requires the justice system to participate in such systems, provided that they safeguard the security of the court’s data, systems and processes. FURTHER RESOLVED, that the ABA supports Medicaid restructuring that:

1.  Maintains comprehensive federal standards of eligibility, coverage, and administration for Medicaid with state flexibility to expand eligibility and coverage and strengthen administrative practices above the minimum; Encourages the states to experiment with new and innovative approaches to delivering health and long-term care to economically needy and uninsured populations that do not create  unreasonable barriers or burdens on access to care;
2.  Maintains governments’ guarantee that all people who qualify for Medicaid will be covered and will be able to receive services sufficient in scope, quality, and quantity to achieve their health care goals;  Continues the entitlement nature of the program in providing medically necessary health care benefits to historically eligible populations: chronically ill older people, persons with disabilities, children, pregnant women, and families; and ensures that this entitlement will not be undermined by block grants, capped allotments or other funding mechanism; 
Maintains the guarantee of health care to the most vulnerable populations: chronically ill older people, people with disabilities, children, and families;

Maintains a payment system of proportional cost sharing with states and does not impose block grants or capped allotments on the States;

3.  Recognizes that many middle income Americans have no other option for meeting the catastrophic costs of long-term care other than Medicaid, and that federal and state policy must better define and implement a system that permits this population to share fairly in the cost of long-term care without having to become impoverished;

4.  Protects participants’ rights to appropriate quality care through strong due process safeguards, including impartial decision-making, internal and external review of decisions, meaningful notice of all major care decisions in language that is easily understood, full access to information, assistance with appeal to an impartial decision maker in a timely manner, and continuation of coverage during the review process;

5.  Ensures that consumers have a meaningful voice in any restructuring process.

6.  Ensures that Medicaid Section 1115 research and demonstration waiver proposals are evaluated primarily predominantly on their potential to expand or improve the quality, delivery, and effectiveness of care and not on with recognition of their potential for budget savings or budget neutrality.

Report No. 114

RESOLVED, That the American Bar Association urges federal, state, territorial, local, and tribal governments to reduce domestic violence by enforcing orders of protection as required under federal, state, local and territorial law including:
