TIPS Scholarship Fund

General Guidelines


The following information is intended as a guideline only.  The Scholarship Fund Board may, in its discretion, deviate from these guidelines as necessary to promote the goals of the Section and the objectives of the Scholarship Fund.

Eligible Expenses:

Registration Fees


Actual cost (through fee waiver unless circumstances warrant the payment of registration fees from available Scholarship Funds)



Hotel


Actual cost or $225/night, whichever is less

Airfare (or alternative ground transpor​tation)


Actual cost or cost of 14-day advance purchase economy fare, whichever is less


Social events


$25, applicable to any one ticketed function

The following expenses are generally not considered eligible for reimbursement: per diem, meals, social events (other than as noted), ground transportation (unless alternative to airfare), parking.

Deadline for Submitting Applications:  Except in unusual circumstances, applications for scholarship funds should be received by the TIPS office no later than 45 days prior to the meeting or program for which funds are sought.   Untimely applications may be disregarded by the Board.

Application Review:  Except in unusual circumstances, the Board will consider all timely submitted applications as a group approximately 30 days prior to the program or meeting for which funds are sought.  Applicants will be notified promptly of the Board’s determination.

Maximum Number of Scholarships:  With respect to any budgeted Committee meeting or program (including Committee midyear meetings), the Board shall not award more than three scholarships per 100 paid registrations without first consulting with the program chair or other designated Committee representative.  There shall be no limitation on the number of awards that may be made for a quarterly Section meeting.

Maximum Award Per Person:  No individual may receive more than $1,500 in scholarship funds in any three-year period, whether awarded through an annual stipend or through individual requests for funds.
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
