Lien On Me! 
Hot Topics in Settlement Negotiations

Beginning on July 1, 2009, the Medicare, Medicaid, and SCHIP 
Extension Act of 2007 (MMSEA) will apply to all personal injury 
settlements (liability, workers' compensation and no-fault) made with 
Medicare beneficiaries.  Stringent reporting requirements will protect 
Medicare's interests as a secondary payor.  Failure to comply with the 
Act’s requirements may result in one or more parties, including 
attorneys, to become personally liable to Medicare.

Separate but related to Medicare claims, some states allow hospitals to 
assert liens on third parties for the difference between what the hospital 
customarily "charges," and the discounted rate the hospital actually receives 
from a health insurer or Medi-Cal/Medicaid pursuant to prior contractual 
arrangements.  While hospitals are generally barred from collecting 
differences directly from patients, they often assert liens for any balances 
during settlement negotiations, potentially forcing patients to pay indirectly 
that which they do not have to pay directly.
