•	 Friday Enforcer’s Roundtable — Jonathan Kanter from DOJ, Lina Khan 
(invited) from the FTC, Margrethe Vestager from the EC, Alexandre Cordeiro-
Macedo from CADE, and Gwendolyn Cooley from NAAG and the Wisconsin 
AG, all on one stage. This traditional highlight of the Spring Meeting will not 
disappoint.
